
KINGDOM KIDS COVENANT 
 

The following covenant is to be signed by each Kingdom Kid club member and parent. 
 
The following guidelines are designed to encourage a smooth running and enjoyable club.  
Please read the following requirements and help your child abide by them. With your help we 
are sure to have another super year. 

1. Kids should not be in the church facilities prior to 5:15pm unless accompanied by a 
parent or an adult responsible for the child. After 5:15pm LOBC leadership will be at 
the church to help with supervision of the children. Kingdom Kids starts at 6:00pm 
and kids need to be picked up at 7:30pm. A meal is provided from 5:15-5:45pm. 

2. All kids need to be signed in upon arrival by a parent or guardian. The same parent 
needs to pick up the child at 7:30 unless they note it differently on the sign in sheet. 

3. Kids will not use foul language or gestures before, during or after club times. 
4. All kids will show respect and care for church property. 
5. Kids will address all leadership respectfully, using Mr., Mrs., or Miss. 
6. Kids should not push, shove, roughhouse, or run in non-game times. 
7. Kids should not bring chewing gum, candy, pets, or toys to club time. 
8. Cell phones must be put away during Kingdom Kids between 6:00-7:30. 
9. Kingdom Kids leadership uses the 5 count to bring order before or after an activity.  

The leader will count 1-2-3-4-5, each clubber should become quiet and listen to 
instructions for the next activity. 

10. Kingdom Kids leadership uses the 3 count as a discipline device. A disorderly clubber 
will be warned with a count of “1” and warned again with a count of “2”. If the child 
continues to misbehave, he/she will receive a “3”.  A child receiving a “3” will be 
removed from the Kingdom Kid activities for the evening and his/her parents will be 
called. The child will be allowed back at Kingdom Kids the following week. 

11. Visitors are welcome to Kingdom Kids at Lake Ouachita Baptist Church.  The child 
who brings a visitor will receive crown points. 

12.  Kids will bring .50 cent dues each week. 
13.  A telephone is available in the church office to use in case of an emergency. The 

church phone number is 870-867-2554. 
14. Kingdom Kids encourages regular attendance and we would love to have you and 

your child join us on Sunday morning for church. Church starts at 9:00am then a short 
donut fellowship and Sunday school.

KINGDOM KIDS Rules 
 

Meal Served from 5:15-5:45 (18 and under free, all others are $5) 
6:00 –7:25 Kingdom Kids Program 

7:30 Pick Up 
 

1. BE ON TIME.  Arrive at 5:50PM for check-in.  Kingdom Kids starts promptly at 6:00PM 
and will end at 7:30 PM. 

2. BRING only your Bible.  (No pets, or other items unless instructed to do so.) 
3. TENNIS SHOES ARE REQUIRED FOR BOTH BOYS AND GIRLS. (This is for their 

safety during game time.)  Shorts for boys and girls are permissible. 
4. During verse time, children should be working on memorizing verses. There will be no 

reading of other books, listening to music or use of electronic devices during verse time 
or large group time. 

5. DUES: Each Kingdom Kids should pay .50 cents per week to help provide treats, awards 
  and supplies.  PARENTS thank you in advance in this area.  If you wish, you can pay 
         $15 at one time to cover the entire year. 

6. Kingdom Kids meet during the school year. They are out for the summer. If school is 
canceled for any reason (such as weather) Kingdom Kids is also canceled. 
DISCIPLINE: If a child presents a discipline problem he/she will be taken to the 
commander of Kingdom Kids. The commander will communicate with parents if 
problem continues.  

7. KINDGOM KIDS ATTENDANCE AWARDS: There are four awards possible for 
attendance (one for each quarter of the 9 months). During each attendance period, one 

 absence will be allowed. 
8. CROWN POINTS: Points are given to kids for dressing up on theme night; bringing their 

Bible and dues; bringing a visitor;  and memorizing Bible verses.
